 What personal experience has stuck with you in a deep way in 

your walk with the Lord? Share that with your small group. 

 

 

 Peter superintended the outpouring of the Holy Spirit on the 

Jews, Samaritans, and Gentiles. Why is that a big deal? Why 

does that make Peter a big deal? 

 

 

 Why does the Lord regard you as a big deal, despite how you 

may feel today? See Genesis1:26-28; Philippians 2:14-16. What 

should you do about that?
