Is God involved in My Life when things Happen by Chance?
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A Plan to follow as your Empty life begins to Fill up again…
1. Act on what you now know- who knows what might happen? Ruth 2:1-4
The OT has a welfare system but you have to work (Lev 19:9-10). Ruth started gleaning. Was she getting ahead of the Lord (not waiting on Him) OR doing what she could with what she had? What opportunities has God brought because you got out and started working, moving, or shaking things up?
The author makes a point of saying that Ruth came to the field of Boaz by accident, fortune, or chance. Do you think the author of Ruth believes this was by chance? How does this add to the tension and mystery of the story in a humorous way?

What are some of the things that seem to have happened by “accident, fortune, or chance” that changed your life (Romans 8:28-30)? 

2. Commit to things of Eternal Value- you will become more valuable. Ruth 2:5-16
Ruth committed herself to Naomi, her People and her God, whatever the cost. How did that make Ruth a valuable person (Ruth 2:11-12)? 
Why is that kind of commitment considered counterintuitive, especially in our time and culture? How could your commitment to eternal values increase your earthly worth (1 Thess 4:9-12)?
3. Invest in whatever God gives you- you might have more than you think. Ruth 2:17-23
Based on the kindness of Naomi’s relative Boaz, Ruth stayed with his crew. Why was this still a gamble for Ruth?

Have you ever seen clues that God is pulling you a certain way? What did you do about it? (Acts 17:10, 13-17)

Why is the story of our life with God more interesting because we “just have to wait and see what happens next”?
