Is God Involved in My Life…When I Help Myself?
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God builds a team with Right Character...What does that Look Like?
1. The hopeless get hope – Ruth 3:1-6
God used Ruth to begin filling up Naomi’s life. How and why did Naomi start to take care of Ruth? Why is God so keen on us looking out for one another and working together?
How can hope get us doing what we are called to do? (Romans 8:24-27; 12:9-12; 15:1-4)

Has anyone’s action ever sparked you out of depression and inaction- (like Ruth did for Naomi)? Have you ever done that for anyone else, that you know of?
2. The sleepy wake up – Ruth 3:7-13
Boaz seemed to be at a very productive, full stage of life. How did God get him to risk taking on something new?

What part does taking on risk play in being successful? (Matthew 25:14-30; Mark 8:35)

To what new place could you imagine God calling you out of your current stability? What risks should you be taking on for the sake of the Kingdom?
3. The weary get refreshed – Ruth 3:14-18
Ruth had the riskiest part in this story, why would she take such a chance? Why, perhaps, did Boaz not initially pursue Ruth (Ruth 3:10)? Was it only her youth and beauty that drew Boaz to her (Ruth 2:10-12; 3:11)?

Jesus said, “you have not because you ask not.” What in your life have you found because God put it in your heart to pursue it?
What part does our character play in what we seek and what we find (Matt 6:31-33)?
