Enter God’s Family! 

Hebrews 3:1-4:13
· The Israelites who painted the lamb’s blood on their door lintels and walked through the Red Sea were saved by faith…why did God leave their bodies in the desert?

· What does it mean to have a heart that is hard?

· The Israelites did not go up because they were afraid. How can being afraid be rebellion? (Numbers 14)

· In 4:7-8 the writer recognizes the trajectory of biblical history by noting that Psalm 95 was looking back a long way but making a current application. What is his point?

· God has been looking for the same thing all along- what is “entering His rest”?

· In 4:11 isn’t it a contradiction in terms to say “make every effort to enter that rest”? Is that working for your salvation? Explain how that could be so.

· Have you experienced the penetrating nature of the word of God? What happened?

· Why is God insisting on this ongoing effort that is far beyond saying we ‘prayed the prayer’ and ‘got things straight with the Man upstairs’?
