Approach Jesus Confidently 

Hebrews 4:14- 5:10
· Jesus felt all of what it means to have flesh- hunger, thirst, itch, pain, desire, pleasure etc.  Does the fact that he didn’t sin mean the temptation was not real? When did he experience our guilt and remorse at giving in to temptation? (Hint: he did experience it.)
· How does the humanity of Jesus encourage us now to approach God with confidence (not cockiness!)?

· What can/do you feel and sense in the presence of God because of Jesus? (Romans 8:15-17, 26-27)

· God had already appointed Aaron who understood what it meant to fail like us. Couldn’t Aaron or his descendants relate to us better than Jesus? Why is Jesus a better High Priest? 
· What is the BIG weakness we share with Aaron that Jesus overcame for us? (Hint: where is Aaron’s body now? See 5:6b)

· How has Jesus represented us “in matters related to God”? (Romans 7:21- 8:4)

· 5:8-9 Jesus learned obedience by suffering and was made perfect. Why and how does God learn anything? Does this imply that Jesus had been disobedient and imperfect? What does it mean?
· 5: 9 Jesus is now the ‘source of eternal salvation’ for those who obey Him. What does obedience have to do with the faith by which we are saved?
· Do we really need a high priest to represent us before God? (John 16:25-28)
