· How did the Jerusalem Church blend the Scripture and their experience with God to come to a conclusion (Acts 15:12-19)?
· Why is it critical for us to be good students of the Word and of our culture & times?
· Did the all the Believers from the Pharisee tradition agree with the final decision?
· Have you ever decided to live with something the Church decided, even though you weren’t with them yet?
· What is the difference between unity and uniformity? Why is that distinction SO critically important?
